“And when HD radio develops, Severino thinks that will lead to more content on side channels.”  “The jobs are changing,” says Bradley.  The Media General interactive division added 40 people this year- a mixture of “techies and (journalists),” but moving more and more into the content side as the technical stuff becomes easier and more automated.”  “Their skills need to be broader than the traditional broadcast journalist,” echoes Severino.
